Short Stirrup Division is for Riders 6-10 years of age (as of Jan 1*) and may not cross-enter into Junior classes.
Juniors are riders 17 and younger. Adults are 18 and over.

Class Descriptions
Hunter in Hand: Horse is judged on conformation/hunter suitability. Halter or Bridle is acceptable. Led by rider on ground.

Equitation: Advanced, Intermediate, Beginner, Short Stirrup. Walk/Trot/Canter in both directions
Hunter On The Flat: Adult, Junior, Short Stirrup. Walk/Trot/Canter in both directions

Trot Poles: Adult, Junior, Short Stirrup. A course of ground poles to be trotted.

Riders in this class may not enter any other jumping classes.
Walk/Trot: For those not yet able to canter in a group class.
Riders in this class may not enter into any other classes except Trot Poles & Introductory Dressage

Equitation Over Fences: Advanced, Intermediate, Beginner. Course of 4 cross rails.

Hunter Over Fences: Adult, Junior, Short Stirrup. Course of 4 fences ranging in height from 18” to 2’

Hunter Hack: Adult, Junior, Short Stirrup. W/T/C both directions as a group. 2 fences taken individually

Stabling: Stalls are $35 with 1*" bedding provided-STALL FEES ARE NON REFUNDABLE

Schooling Times: Schooling available in dressage & jump arenas day before the show ONLY. Arenas closed for final dragging at
dusk. No schooling permitted in any arena on show day. Sand warm up arena is available. Lunging permitted ONLY on the grass area
north of show arena

Fees: All fees MUST accompany entry form or it will not be accepted

Refunds: Refunds on class fees only will be granted prior to closing date. Refunds on class fees only will be granted after closing
date with a veterinary certificate and proper notification to the show secretary. ABSOLUTELY NO REFUNDS ON STALL OR
